
2010 Zambia, Africa Mission Trip 

Carmel Presbyterian Church’s (CPC) Missions and Evangelism 
committee recommended and the Session unanimously approved the 
creation of an international mission team to discern, investigate and 
make recommendations for future ministry opportunities in Zambia, 
Africa for CPC and our community.  The team members are: Associate 
Pastor Anne Hilborn, Mike Jette, Eric deNeve and Ray McCorkle and 
the trip will take place this coming May 06 – 23, 2010.  If the Lord wills, 
the team will make recommendations for future mission trips to Zambia 
with a larger Carmel and community contingent. 

MISSION TRIP OVERVIEW: During the first half of the mission trip our 
team will work and travel with The Outreach Foundation (TOF) in the area of 
the capital city, Lusaka.  Organized in 1979, TOF is an independent mission 
organization that works in a covenant relationship with the PC(USA).  Anne 
Hilborn traveled to Zambia in 2007 with TOF and was hosted by Presbyterian 
missionaries.  We will be meeting with African Presbyterian leaders and visiting 
the Justo Mwale Bible College, the Crisis Nurseries and the Namumu 
Orphanage, where Anne is involved. For the second half of the mission trip our 
team will be traveling alone and returning to Mwandi, the village on the 
Zambezi River in the southwest that Mike and Eric have both visited and worked 
in on prior mission trips. There we will teach, paint, tutor, expand the fish farm, 
and build upon our involvement in the Mwandi Orphans and Vulnerable 
Children (OVC) project and more.  Our goal for the entire 18 day trip is to 
develop relationships with the leaders of the ministries we visit.  We seek to be 
Jesus’ hands and feet and join God in His Kingdom work.  Members of CPC and 
our community will have opportunities to contribute to the mission trip 
through prayer, financial support and specifically requested donated items. For

FACTS ABOUT ZAMBIA: Th Zambia is a 
landlocked country roughly the size of Texas and bordered 
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by eight countries in southern Africa.  The capital city is 
Lusaka, located in the south central part of the country.  
Zambia's growing population strains its economic growth 
and HIV/AIDS is widespread.  In fact 20% of the 
population is infected and as a result of early death by 
preventable diseases, more than half of Zambians are less 
than 16 years old. Due to the ravages of HIV/AIDS, 23% of 
the children under the age of 15 have lost one or both 
parents.  Yet malaria remains the leading killer of Zambian 
children.  It is estimated that over a million children less 
than five years old die of malaria every year in all of Africa.  
75,000 children are homeless and the number of children 
not attending primary school exceeds 700,000.  The averag
$1 per day, placing Zambia as one of the world's poorest countries.  The population is approaching 12 million 
with unemployment at over 50% in the urban areas and 75% or more in the rural regions.

THURSDAY, May 6THURSDAY, May 6 - 11:42 AM, leave Charlotte to Dulles, 
Washington DC for a 9 hour layover where the four of us will 
meet up with the other team members from The Outreach 
Foundation (TOF) led by Bill and Nancy Warlick friends of Anne 
who have a long history as missionaries in Zambia.   
 
THURSDAY, May 6  – 10:00 PM, leave Dulles to London where 
we get to spend a day eating fish and chips and waiting 24 hours 
for our connection to Africa. 
 
FRIDAY, May 7  – 10:00 PM, we finally leave London to travel to Johannesburg, South Africa. 
 
SATURDAY, May 8, leave Johannesburg and arrive 8:55 PM in Lusaka, the capital of Zambia!  The 
team will be transported to Justo Mwale Theological University College where we will be staying at a 
Leadership Training Center dorm along with 16 – 18 pastors who are studying for their master’s 
degree.  We will also get to meet Nancy Collins, a new PCUSA missionary in southern Africa. 
 

SUNDAY & MONDAY, May 9 – 10, the team leaves 
on a 3 ½ hours drive south to NAMUMU 
ORPHANAGE CENTRE, a community-based 
program in Siavonga, Zambia with 80 children in 
residence. The Zambian Social Welfare Department 
has placed most of these children at the center.  The 
program at Namumu emphasizes developing self-
reliance in the children, who are mostly single or 
double orphans. They are taught practical skills, such 
as fishing, gardening and tending pigs, as well as class 
work. There is also a Namumu Community Church 
School with five classrooms which has now become a 
regional magnet. The moral and academic 

achievement of the 280 students is very high and so is the community support.  Gifts through The 
Outreach Foundation, Namumu’s 
primary supporter, have enabled the 
centre to start income generating 
activities including fishing, gardening, a 
hammer mill, and carpentry. We will have 
the opportunity to visit some of these 
enterprises, i.e. the Kapinta fishing boats, 
the piggery, etc. These activities will 
generate a supplement of income for 
program operations and feeding of the 
children at Namumu. This is a dream 
come true for Namumu’s director, Elder 



Munjongo Namuyamba and his wife, Nurse Esther who co-founded the center in 1996.  Funds for 
operations of the orphanage and school, and to support HIV/AIDS community programs are 
immediate needs for the work at Namumu.  We plan to meet with the staff and discuss how Carmel 
Presbyterian Church may develop a relationship of support.  This is the orphanage that Anne Hilborn 
talks about so often and so lovingly; she was there in 2007 with TOF at a grand opening celebration 
of one of the buildings.  If you are personally touched by this ministry and wish to help in its support, 
let Anne know.  As representatives of TOF, we will receive quite a welcome, have lunch, tour the 
grounds and meet and get to stay with the children in the dorms.  The children have no sense of 
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entitlement, dutifully doing their chores and attending ½ days at 
Namumu School.  Anne was recently ecstatic to find out that
